School may be out for many during the summer months, but learning should never stop.  La Porte Police Department embraces this philosophy by providing various educational opportunities for area youth each summer.  One of the particular programs currently underway is the summer series of Drug Awareness and Resistance Education (D.A.R.E.) sessions.

The camps are broken down into categories of K-2nd graders, 3rd & 4th graders, 5th & 6th graders, and 7th and 8th graders.  Each of the two younger groups are taught for 30 minutes per day, while the junior high level students are taught for an hour.  A regular annual site, La Porte’s Brookglen Community Center, kicked-off the events this year in June with Police, Fire, and EMS demonstrations and interaction.  Due to the remodeling of the La Porte Fitness Center, local Jennie Riley Community Center hosted a pair of back-to-back camps targeting crosswalk safety, stranger danger, and various components of animal awareness.  

To highlight one of this year’s additional programs, which began July 20th and will run weekdays until July 31st , was a community partnership with neighboring Morgan’s Point and their Boys and Girls Harbor. Topics for younger participants include: Anti Bullying; Internet Safety; Traffic Safety; Stranger Danger; and many others.  For the older students: Anti-Drugs; Good Decision-making; Choosing the right friends; Showing respect; and many others.

LPPD Officer Yvonne Stanley is the primary instructor for the camps, which the agency has been hosting at various locations for several years.  Stanley expressed her deep appreciation specifically for the Harbor’s Cottage Parents and Administrative staff.  “The support we receive from the entire staff is simply great”, Stanley advised. “They really work hand-in-hand with police in the development of each and every child.”
