Shortly after midnight on 10/14/2015, a citizen, living in the 3300 block of La Porte’s Ashwyne court, stepped outside of her residence to make a phone call in the front driveway.  Once outside, she observed a male subject emerge from her brother’s truck and begin walking down the roadway.   

The female resident engaged the subject in conversation and alerted another family member to call the police.  LPPD officers arrived a short time later and detained the male.  It was subsequently discovered that the vehicle which the male had emerged from had been burglarized.  In addition, the subject, identified as 20 year-old Jeremy Villarreal of La Porte, was found in possession of several items which had been stolen from the vehicle.  

Villarreal was charged with Burglary of a Motor Vehicle and booked into the Harris County Jail. 
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
