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LPPD catches car burglar shortly after break-in, victim credited with detailed observation of suspect & vehicle

Shortly after 6:00 a.m. on Tuesday morning, September 29th, a homeowner in the 1000 block of La Porte’s Oak Leaf street observed a male rummaging through the cab of his SUV.  With the vehicle being parked in the residence driveway, the victim began to approach the suspect, yelling “thief”, upon which the suspect ran toward a nearby gray Acura sedan and fled the area.
Fortunately, the victim had time to make a good observation of the suspect, as well as capture the license plate number of the escaping vehicle.  A vehicle registration return led officers to a subdivision on the opposite side of La Porte, where the registered owner acknowledged ownership, but advised police that the car was currently on loan to a friend who resided at a La Porte apartment complex along Luella Blvd.  
Based on the new information, officers met with the homeowner along Luella and it was determined that the suspect was the resident’s son.  The son, emerging from the apartment interior, subsequently admitted his offense.
Fortunately no items were damaged or stolen from the vehicle along Oak leaf.  Regardless, the Harris County District Attorney’s Office has accepted charges of Burglary of a Motor Vehicle against Deshay.  Deshay was arrested and is currently in the Harris County Jail. 
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
